Conversation with Maria Tendriakova
Lesson 1: Kenumunnl B Poccun

1. Lesson overview

This is the first lesson based on an interview with Russian scholar Maria Tendriakova.
Students watch two video clips and listen to one audio clip from the interview and
complete exercises based on those clips. They also listen to an audio clip about
Tendriakova herself. This lesson consists of the following sections: YKenckwuii Bompoc,
Kenmunel B XX-oMm Beke, PaboTa uinu cembs, and 3akimroucHue.

In this lesson, students learn about twentieth-century Russian women’s history, about the
importance of the collective versus the personal in Soviet ideology, and learn about the
competing priorities of work and family for contemporary Russian men and women.
They make and check predictions, work with words that signal importance, judge
whether statements correspond with an ideology, learn how to understand the meaning of
redundancies in speech, and work with problematic agreement.

2. Lesson objectives

After completing Lesson 1, students will be able to:

1. demonstrate an understanding of general biographical facts about Maria Tendriakova
2. demonstrate an understanding of important events in the history of women in Russia
in the twentieth century

make and check predictions based on a topic sentence

identify phrases that indicate degree of importance

identify statements as conforming or not conforming to official ideology
demonstrate an understanding of the results of a survey on gender roles in Russia

use redundancies to determine the meaning of unknown words

identify problematic agreement

. demonstrate an understanding of the results of survey questions about the priorities of
men in Russia

10. summarize the stereotypical attitudes of certain groups about an issue
